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Dear ladies and gentlemen!

Thank you for the opportunity to exchange views on current migration and integration issues.

Russia has an open migration policy. It is based on a combination of the interests of the individual,
society and the state. Every person who observes the law and respects the history, culture and
diversity of life in Russian society has the right to choose his or her place of residence and occupation.
We work daily to ensure that citizens can freely exercise their rights. An important prerequisite for
our openness is safety and security from various threats.

The adaptation of foreign nationals to the legal, social and cultural conditions in Russia is important
for the implementation of migration policy. And of course, adaptation criteria must be applied in
a differentiated manner. Many examples of such an approach have emerged recently.

In 2018, a new Concept of State Migration Policy of the Russian Federation was adopted
(Presidential Decree No. 622 of 31 October 2018). The Concept is aimed at establishing clear rules
for entry, acquisition of the right to residence, work and citizenship. Special emphasis is placed on
creating the most comfortable conditions for compatriots to resettle in Russia.

Today, participants in the State Programme for Assistance to Voluntary Resettlement of Compatriots
Living Abroad who have expressed a desire to move to Russia in the priority resettlement area are
receiving increased material support. We are currently introducing additional types of incentive
payments. Last year, over 100,000 people moved to Russia using the State Programme.

The Concept also prescribes a set of measures to prevent the emergence of risks associated with
inter-ethnic conflicts, imbalances in the labour market, increasing social tension in society, and
criminal, corruption and other possible negative manifestations.

This year, the President of Russia gave instructions for a comprehensive reform of migration
regimes and the institution of citizenship. We should simplify the rules of stay and make the
conditions for compliance with the law more understandable and feasible. A new information
infrastructure will be created in the coming years. Public services will be available to all foreigners
online, including a private office and multifunctional electronic services. The transition to using
an electronic invitation to enter the Russian Federation has almost been completed. Starting next
year it is planned to introduce an electronic visa for entry and stay throughout the country.

Citizens of the Baltic Sea Region already know it. It is already being tested in the Kaliningrad
Region, St Petersburg and the Leningrad Region.

All these measures have been taken into account in the updated action plan for the implementation
of the Concept for the period 2020-2022 (Russian Federation Government Order No. 1452-r dated
30 May 2020).

The plan also provides for the improvement of institutions of permanent residence and citizenship
of the Russian Federation. It is planned to create a new legal regime for long-term residence



in Russia. It is planned to modernise mechanisms for regulating labour migration and ensuring
security. A set of measures is aimed at deep informatisation. In particular, a state system for planning
and managing migration processes is being designed. It will provide modern opportunities to work
with large data on the basis of artificial intelligence technologies, such as predictive analytics and
machine learning. As a result, we are preparing to bring statistical tools to a new technological
level in order to perform calculations of cross-sectoral differentiated parameters for analysing the
migration situation. Such parameters are necessary to assess the impact of migration processes on
the quality of life, social development, national economy and security.

The integration of the entire data set on a single information platform will enable us to model
measures aimed at balanced spatial development. An important role in this will be played by the
use of mechanisms of interdepartmental interaction in electronic form, automation of planning
for the socio-economic and investment needs of Russia’s regions, accounting for human resources
potential, its redistribution and replenishment by industry and enterprise.

Dear conference participants!

The experience gained in Russia in state management of migration processes allows us to introduce
a positive agenda for international cooperation and share with our colleagues the practice gained.
We are ready to expand cooperation with all partners who, like us, are aimed at creating more orderly
and safe migration flows. The Russian Federation attaches great importance to the development of
international cooperation on migration with all partners. We are guided by the principle of equal
and indivisible security. We believe that only through joint efforts can the rights and freedoms of
citizens be ensured.

We are convinced that international conferences like this one offer new opportunities to build a
comprehensive system to counter the growing threats across borders.

Such threats include both illegal migration itself and attempts to use legal international migration
channels for illegal purposes.

To develop common approaches to solving these problems, we invite you to start consultations on
closer cooperation between law enforcement agencies on the migration track. We believe that this
will help maintain peace, security and stability.

In recent years, mass forced migration has become increasingly common. The current political
situation in the world is causing unprecedented migration flows of asylum seekers. Above all, this
is due to ongoing conflicts and crises. Today, against the backdrop of the Coronavirus pandemic
and the resulting economic downturn, it is possible to predict an increase in global migration
flows. As a result, the risks of crime associated with illegal migration will increase. In addition, the
spread of diseases that are transmissible from person to person and the lack of access to health care
for illegal migrants may become powerful factors affecting the migration situation in the future.

We believe that further fruitful participation of states aimed at strengthening international
cooperation and joint solution of forced migration problems is necessary.

In order to successfully respond to emergency mass migration flows, the root causes must first
be addressed. New mechanisms are required to prevent conflicts, resolve political issues in the
countries of origin, assist them in socio-economic development, state-building and fight terrorism.
There is a growing need to coordinate the efforts of the international community and ensure the
link between humanitarian aid and development assistance. Attention must be paid to ensuring the



security of the countries hosting such persons. We believe that the problems of forced migration of
an emergency nature caused by epidemics, environmental and natural disasters and humanitarian
catastrophes cannot be considered within the classical concept of a refugee. They can be addressed
through individual disaster risk reduction programmes, such as the Sendai Framework for Disaster
Risk Reduction 2015-2030 and others. At the same time, the organisational and legal mechanisms
created by the state in the area of protection of the population from natural and man-made
disasters should be aimed at preventing the outflow of its citizens from the country. We need
effective protection of people, as well as their health and livelihoods. It is important to eliminate
the consequences of emergency situations, including the restoration of the social and economic
potential of the affected region and the preservation of the population in this area.

At the end of my speech, I would like to say a few words about the Russian experience of solving
the problems of migration and adaptation to the world pandemic of coronavirus infection.

I would like to remind you that Russia is one of the centres of global migration flows. Every year,
16-17 million foreign nationals come to our country and there are approximately 10 million
during the year. At the time the borders were closed, the vast majority of these people had to stay
in Russia without documents for long stays and work. On the basis of the difficult situation faced
by foreign nationals and humanitarian motives, the President of Russia issued a decree which gave
all persons the opportunity to settle their legal status for legal stay and work in Russia.

Until 15 September, the duration of migration documents is suspended and no decision is taken on

their cancellation (#he terms of temporary stay (including extension of visas), temporary or permanent
residence (including extension of residence permits), the terms for which foreign nationals are registered at
their place of residence or registered at their place of residence, as well as the validity period of temporary
asylum certificates and refugee certificates. Also during this period no decisions will be made in respect
of foreign nationals to cancel previously issued visas, temporary residence permits, residence permits,

work permits, patents and certificates of participation in the State Programme for the Resettlement of
Compatriots, or to withdraw refugee or temporary asylum status). Restrictions have been introduced

on control and supervision activities in the area of migration. Moreover, until 15 September, no

decisions on expulsion, deportation, readmission, undesirability of stay or reduction of the period

of temporary stay have been taken.

During the pandemic, the territorial bodies of the Russian Ministry of Internal Affairs did not stop
working and provided all citizens with the necessary public services.

Thanks to the implemented set of measures, over 1.5 million people who needed an extension of
their legal stay and work permits have been documented.

Special attention is paid to the return to the country of origin of citizens who are already in special
detention facilities.

Measures have been taken to prevent labour conflicts and protests among foreign nationals,
including strikes.

Thus, all social risks have been mitigated, including the deterioration of the criminal situation
associated with increased crime among foreigners. Contrary to numerous forecasts by various
Russian and foreign experts, there has been no surge in illegal actions by migrants, mass protests
and unrest in our country.

It should be noted that close cooperation with our foreign colleagues, as well as the active
participation of public organisations, have contributed significantly to preventing the situation



from developing negatively. Thanks to joint efforts, situations related to the concentration of
foreign nationals in the vicinity of border crossing points - airports, railway stations, sea ports, car
and pedestrian terminals - were successfully resolved.

During this period, an information campaign was conducted on the rules of temporary stay and
work of foreigners in Russia, the procedure for obtaining necessary documents, and the rights and
obligations of citizens under restrictive measures. All this enabled us to ensure safety and law and
order.
